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1.0 Medical Physics Licensure – New York: 
1.1 Medical Physicists at MSKCC and elsewhere in the state have continue to encounter problems obtaining limited permits and licenses. Drs. Fontenla and St. Germain at MSKCC asked Mr. Pizzutiello to assist in resolving issues with NYSED.
1.2 Mr. Pinsky and Mr. Pizzutiello have requested a meeting with Mr. Ramos and Mr. Munoz at NYSED to discuss specific, changes to the Commissioners Regulations necessary to resolve continuing problems. A meeting is tentatively set for October 22, 2010.
2.0 Medical Physics Licensure – National
2.1 Recent high-profile media coverage of radiation related medical events led to a February 26, 2010 congressional hearing. Unlike New York, many states, do not require specific qualifications for team members including the Medical Physicist, Radiation Therapist and Medical Dosimetrists.  Senators Harkin and Enzi introduced S3737 "The Consistency, Accuracy, Responsibility and Excellence (CARE) in Medical Imaging and Radiation Therapy Act of 2010. A House Bill HR 3652 remains open from 2009.  Fueled by public interest and media attention, this bill may gain sufficient traction to be enacted in this legislative session, though the focus on mid-term elections may delay action in this regard. 
2.2 In NY, medical physicists, radiologic technologists (RT), therapists (RTT) and nuclear medicine technologists (NMT) are now licensed; ultrasonographers are not.

3.0 Impact of ABR changes on Medical Physics workforce in NY. 
3.1 On October 13, 2007, the ABR Board of Trustees approved changes (below) effective in 2012 and 2014 in eligibility requirements for the Radiologic Physics Exams. The NYSRS Board asked Mr. Pizzutiello to investigate whether these changes might adversely affect the supply of licensed medical physicists in the future. Successful completion of the written ABR exam is the most common method of meeting the examination requirement in NY State. 
3.1.1 Beginning in 2012, in order to take the ABR Part 1 examination in Radiologic Physics, candidates must be enrolled in or have graduated from a CAMPEP accredited education program (e.g., MS, PhD, or residency).
3.1.2 Beginning in 2014, in order to take the ABR Part 1 examination in Radiologic Physics, candidates must be enrolled in or have completed a CAMPEP accredited residency program.
3.2 The Medical Physics education programs at Columbia University and SUNY Buffalo have recently been CAMPEP accredited.

3.3 Medical Physics residency programs at SUNY Stony Brook in diagnostic and radiation oncology medical physics have been approved by CAMPEP, though the Diagnostic Medical Physics Program was not funded. The residency program for Upstate Medical Physics (Imaging) was accredited in July 2010 and is the first private practice medical physics residency program to be accredited independent of a hospital of clinic. Monthly Clinical Radiology journal clubs are presented by Drs. Tina Kurland and Dan Wopperer. Radiation therapy physics residency programs were approved in July 2010 for Montefiore Medical Center and MSKCC.
